e Athin coat of light grease can be applied to the frame sleeve
and outer diameter of the control link pin prior to installation.
Wipe and clean excess grease after pin is installed, prior to
installing bolt

e Apply thread lock compound (Loctite Blue 242°®) to nut or pin
threads after pin has been installed through the bearings and
frame to prevent contamination of bearing race

Bearing Replacement

e Remove and isolate the chainstay set from the rest of the
frame before removing or installing bearings

e Thoroughly clean bearing pockets of the chainstay after
old bearings are removed and re-grease before installing
new bearings

e Remove excess grease, clean, and dry the chainstays and
bearings after replacement, prior to reassembling

Service Intervals & Ongoing Maintenance

If pivot hardware becomes damaged, stripped, or develops play
that cannot be eliminated with the proper torque specification,
replace the affected part(s)

e Check pivot hardware for proper torque every 50 riding hours.
Reapply thread lock compound and re-torque as needed
