Pin & Nut

e Apply a thin coat of grease to the frame pockets

e Apply a thin coat of grease to the shank portion of the bolt

e Apply a drop of thread-locking agent (Loctite Blue 242°)
to the nut threads

Eyelet-Reducing Hardware

¢ Remove and isolate the rear shock from the rest of the frame
before removing or installing eyelet-reducing hardware

e Refer to shock manufacturer’s instructions for proper bushing
and eyelet-reducing hardware service.
NOTE: If the reducing hardware can pass through the eyelet
bushing with little to no pressure, replace the eyelet bushing

e Refer to the Flip Chip 1.0 or Flip Chip 2.0 Shock Mount
Hardware instructions (depending on frame model) for
servicing hardware at the rear end of the rear shock

Service Intervals & Ongoing Maintenance

h WARNING: Improper installation of bolts may lead to product
failure, causing serious injury. Do not exceed specified torque
values. Periodically inspect bolts and retighten if required

e Inspect pivot hardware for wear/damage at least annually.

If pivot hardware becomes damaged, stripped, or develops play
that cannot be eliminated with the proper torque specification,
replace the affected part(s)

e Inspect the shock eyelet-reducing hardware and eyelet
bushing for damage or wear at least annually. If play develops
between the shock bushing, shock pin, or frame that cannot
be eliminated with proper torque, replace the affected part(s)

e Check pivot hardware for proper torque every 50 riding hours.
Reapply thread lock compound and re-torque as needed
